    A. Past –  I was saved from the penalty of sin – Justification 

    B. Present -  I am being saved from power of sin - Sanctification 

    C. Future – I will be saved from presence of sin – Glorification

     B. Terms used to describe it: sin 6:12; sin that dwelleth in you Rom. 
7:17, 23; law of sin Rom. 7:21, 23 (principle; force; 
inclination/impelling influence; flesh Rom. 7:18; sin in the flesh 
Rom. 8:3

      D. All personal sins (habitual/occasional)come from the sin nature
