
I. His Victory over sin and death 1 Cor. 15:51-58 
    A. Death that entered by Adam’s sin (Rm.5:12) is threefold  
 1. Spiritual – inward man separated from God’s Spirit 
         2. Physical – inward man separated from outward man 
         3. Eternal – inward/outward man separated from God forever 
     B. Death is seen as having a sting (goad). 
          1. Sin is called the sting/goad that urges men on toward death 
          2. The strength of sin is the Law – it could identify it but couldn’t 
              supply power to overcome it 
      C. Death (physical) is called an enemy 1 Cor. 15:25, 26
