
REDEMPTION IS OURS
I. We have redemption now Ephesians 1:7

A. Release through payment of a ransom

B. Redemption was by grace Eph.1:7; Rm. 3:24

C. Because it is by grace it is available by faith Rm. 4:16

II. Divine healing is included in our redemption
A. Isaiah 53 The prophecy of the completeness of our redemption

1. Sin: bear (cabal)  their iniquities v. 11; bare (nasa) the sin v.12

2. Sickness: borne (nasa) our griefs v.4; carried (cabal) our sorrows.

B. Is. 53:4 Our redemption includes healing

1. Surely He hath born (nasa) our griefs (choli) – to be sick; weak;

worn down; feeble; pained; malady

2. And carried (cabal) our sorrows (makob) - to have pain;  be sore;

suffer; have grief with pain of body

B. 1 Peter 2:24 By whose stripes ye were healed
