CALLING AND SEPARATION

l. The will of God; Purpose of God; Work of God for our life

A. General or all called to but also a specific personal call
B. Acts 13:2 — to set apart a specific work; to mark off from others
by boundaries; appoint; separate from something to something
C. Separation after calling — “separate” present tense; “called them” past tense
E. Gal. 1:15; 2 Tim. 1:9

ll. From calling to separation
A. God does not call the equipped; He equips those He calls

B. Our calling will require time (Think of the life of: Jesus/Paul/Moses)
1. Preparation time — (Local Church) 2 Tim. 2:20, 21; 3:16, 17; Titus 3:1
- Planted in Local Church; Discipled; Trained; mind renewed;
2. Proving time — 1 Cor. 4:2; Gal. 6:4; Luke 16:10 - 12
3. Pruning time — John 15; purging 2 Tim. 2:19-22
